Practice Rules:

1. Arrive on time for your selected practice session. Starting practice late or in the middle of a session
is distracting to other swimmers and the coaches.

2. Absolutely no horseplay, such as running, diving, pushing people in the pool, etc.

3. Absolutely no use of profanity or other vulgar expressions.

4. Absolutely no fighting or hitting.

5. Listen to and obey all instructions of the coaches.

6. Perform the practice workout routine (sets) instructed by the coaches.

7. Obey all rules and regulations of the DPISD.

8. Discipline in the form of #Asitting out of practic
there are persistent behavior problems.

Swim Meet Procedures (CCSL Regular Meets)

SIGN UP (mandatory & no exceptions) - A
Swi mmer or parent must

To enter, a Seals Meet Entry Form must be
completed with swimmers name on the top by
2:00 PM the Saturday prior to the meet being
signed up for. The entry forms are located at
the practice pool in notebooks according to age
groups. Meet sign up is for the entire meet,
including the relays. Swimmers will be placed in
events at the discretion of the coaches.
Swimmers are allowed to pick only one event of
their preference and should be indicated on the
meet entry form.

LATE SIGN UP FEE T A late entry fee of $5.00
per swimmer is required for entries received after
2 PM on the Saturday before the meet. Fee
must accompany entry.

NO SHOW FEE i After a swimmer is entered
(signed up) in a swim meet, the swimmer should
not miss the swim meet except for sudden iliness
or family emergency. A No-Show Fee of $5.00
per swimmer will be assessed if you do not
contact the Meet Clerk (Tammi Alsep 281-513-
8100) on Friday before the meet if possible.
Otherwise, please contact them by 5:30 AM on
the day of the swim meet. Swimmers who are
entered in a meet, but fail to show up create lots
of confusion and unnecessary extra work for the
host team, clerk of course, and our coaches. ltis
so simple to telephone us and let us know if a
swimmer will be absent from a swim meet they
entered.

ARRIVE AT MEET BY 6:45 AM for check-in and
warm-ups. If you do not check in, we do not
know you are there. The Meet Check-In
Coordinator will have people at the meet to
check-in swimmers on the meet entry list and
write the swimmerso6 ev
on their hands. The coaches will also arrive at
this time to hamdp practceal
It is extremely important for all swimmers to
warm-up, count their strokes from the backstroke
flags (pools may be slightly different), and be
ready to swim when their events are called.
Coaches and the Team Representative must
revise our meet entry lists, time cards, etc. prior
to starting the swim meet if a swimmer fails to
show-up by 7:00 AM. If a swimmer arrives at a

meet after 7:20 AM, the swimmer may not be able
totseim.o If goa &kriow gow iwith benranaing. late,
please contact a coach or a Board Member prior
to 5:30 AM the day of the meet.

TEAM /[ TENT AREA - Al__swimmers are
responsible to report t
For this reason, all swimmers should sit with the
team in the Seals tent area. Event numbers will
be posted and it is the swimmers responsibility to
watch for their event number and report to the
ready area. Swimmers arriving at the ready area
must listen carefully for their names and pick up
their event entry card. All events will start on
schedule whether or not all swimmers are present
in the ready area or on the starting blocks.
Parents _and / or swimmers are responsible for
getting to the ready area at the proper time.

RIBBONS / AWARDS - Ribbons are awarded to
all swimmers in all heats. The ribbons will be

pl aced into the swi mmerds
following the meet. Swimmers and parents should
coll ect the ribbons from
each week.

QUESTIONS OR COMPLAINTS - CCSL rules
prohibit parents or swimmers from direct
discussions with the referee, officials or judges.
During swim meets, any and all questions or
complaints about the actions of the opposing
teams or of ficials
Team Meet Representative.

PERMISSION TO LEAVE THE MEET EARLY -
Leaving a meet early, without prior notice is only
acceptable for sudden illness or family
emergencies. Failure to follow this rule will result
in assessment of the $5.00 No Show Fee. A
single swimmer leaving the meet early will most

Starters (CCSL training required) i Equally important to an efficient run swim meet, this
person calls swimmers to the blocks, starts each heat of races, calls false starts and
possibly some stroke and turns.

Referees (CCSL training required) i Senior official at swim meets responsible for (final
authority) all decisions and rule interpretations. Starter and Referee may be same
person during a swim meet.

Stroke & Turn Judges (CCSL training required) 1 Responsible to judge (generally four
|l anes) the technical form of the swimmersodo st
rules. Responsible to disqualify and explain disqualification to swimmers in an effort to
i mprove the swimmersod performance.

Personal Equipment

Swimsuit Requirements:

Girls T Wear one-piece (competition style) swimsuits to all swim meets. We recommend the same
style suit for most practice sessions to obtain optimum performance.

Boys i Wear competition swimsuits to all swim meets. Cut-offs or similar attire will not be permitted at
swim meets or practice.

Team Swimsuits:

Team swimsuits are optional and are not mandatory. The SEALS always select two-year suits for the
team suit. Information regarding the team suit (model, style, color and pricing) is available from any Board
Member.

Definition: Twoi year swimsuit i a swimsuit the manufacturer has indicated will be produced and available
at swim shops for two consecutive years.

If you join the team during the 1% year of a new two-year suit, you will obtain maximum benefit from this
program. Otherwise, if you join in the second year of this program, it makes no difference.

As always we recommend that team swimsuits be worn only during the swim meets to preserve the life of
the suit. Practice suits tend to take a beating and not last more than a year, if that long. Ask any

Caps & Goggles:

While neither is mandatory, you will find that both are generally essential to a productive swim season.
Caps 1 For boys and girls, caps help reduce the effects of chlorine on hair. The experienced swimmer
(excluding those with shaved heads) knows that caps are effective in reducing drag in the water.
Goggles i Most swimmers use them, although some do not. Goggles are very effective in eliminating
eye irritation caused by chlorine.

Team caps and goggles are generally available for sale during practices and swim meets. Contact a Board
Member for information regarding availability and pricing.

Clear Creek Swimming League, Inc. (CCSL)

The SEALS are members of CCSL, a non-profit organization formed in 1964 for the purpose of sponsoring
competitive and developmental swimming events and activities in and between the community pools in the
Clear Lake area of Texas. The League currently has 21 teams competing in 4 divisions.

Texas Amateur Athletic Federation (T.A.A.F.)

SEALS affiliation with T.A.A.F.

sponsorship, the SEALS are eligible to participate in T.A.A.F. sanctioned events for swimming. According

championship meet for recreational swimmers who have trained exclusively with a summer swim team. It

is our desire to give participants a chance to compete in a sport and to be successful against swimmers of
their own ability and have the same opportunities to

Eligibility in T.A.A.F.

Swimmers, age 14 and under on June 1, who from January 1 preceding a T.A.A.F. swim meet were on a
roster or trained or competed for a USS swim team (e.g. SCAT, STAR, etc.) are not eligible to swim in
T.A.A.F. meets.

What is T.A.A.F.?

T.A.A.F. is a non-profit organization established in 1925 to promote and organize amateur athletics in the
state of Texas. Its membership is comprised of parks and recreation departments, individuals and
organizations who contribute time, energy and effort in this endeavor. T.A.A.F. offers athletic competition
for individuals, as well as for teams.

Baseball was the catalyst for the early success of the T.A.A.F. and, by 1954; the Federation had grown to
nine sports, including baseball, tennis, basketball, swimming, track and field, volleyball and softball. During
this decade, T.A.A.F. expanded to include a division for church sports, thus providing greater scope of
participation. Today, the T.A.A.F. is one of the largest amateur state athletic organizations in the nation
with a membership of over 150 cities. T.A.A.F. registers over 14,000 teams and, with individual sports
(tennis, golf, track and field, and swimming) has over 300,000 participants.

Winners of the local leagues and tournaments are eligible for regional competition. Winners at the 17
regional locations qualify for various T.A.A.F. State Championships and/or the Games of Texas finals.

CCSL & T.A. A. F.

How is T.A.A.F. Governed?

The State of Texas is divided into 17 T.A.A.F. regions. Each region elects a regional director and a
representative to the executive committee. The executive committee consists of the president, vice-
president and 17 regional representatives. There are four membership divisions: general, associate,
affiliate, and allied, which constitute the general body, the Board of Governors. The Board of Governors
elects the sports commissioners to oversee each sport conducted by T.A.A.F.

Membership in T.A.A.F.

Four categories of membership are available. The general members are parks and recreation
departments; associate members are teams or individuals in cities without parks and recreation
departments; affiliate members are private facilities, community agencies or organizations that wish to
participate; and allied members are any national or state governing bodies of a particular sport.
